1. Purpose of the Organization

Future Possibilities Canada Inc. (the "Organization") is a provincial organization that provides
coaching and mentoring to elementary and middle school-aged children in Ontario. The
Organization is incorporated without share capital under the Corporations Act (Ontario) and is
exempt from income taxes. The Organization is a registered charity under the Income Tax Act
(Canada).

2.  Summary of significant accounting policies

These financial statements are prepared in accordance with Canadian accounting standards for
not-for-profit organizations (ASNPO). The significant policies are detailed as follows:

Use of estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with ASNPO requires management to make
estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure
of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of the statement of financial position and the reported
amounts of revenues and expenses during the fiscal year. Actual results could differ from those
estimates.

Revenue recognition

The Organization follows the deferral method of accounting for contributions. Designated
contributions and grants are recognized as revenue in the fiscal year in which the related expenses
are incurred. Unrestricted contributions and grants are recognized as revenue when received or
receivable if the amount to be received can be reasonably estimated and collection is reasonably
assured. All other revenue is recognized as earned.

Contributed services

The Organization's activities are supported by time donated by a substantial number of volunteers.
Since no objective basis exists for recording and assigning values to these services, they are not
reflected in the accompanying financial statements.

Donated materials

Donated materials which would otherwise have been purchased are recorded at their fair value at
the date of contribution, when fair value can be readily determined.

Equipment
Equipment is recorded at cost less accumulated amortization. Amortization is calculated on a basis

intended to write off the assets over their estimated useful life as follows, with one-half of the rates
applied in the year of acquisition:

Computer equipment 30% Declining balance
Website 3 years Straight-line
Office equipment 30% Declining balance

Allocation of expenses

Certain employees perform a combination of program and administration activities. As a result, the
Organization allocates employee compensation expenses based on time dedicated to each activity.
Expense allocations are applied on a consistent basis from year to year.

Financial instruments

The Organization’s financial instruments include cash, accounts receivable and accounts payable.
The financial instruments are originally recorded at fair value, and subsequently at amortized cost.

6. Financial instruments
Credit risk

Credit risk is the risk that one party to a financial instrument will cause a financial loss for the other
party by failing to meet its funding obligation. This risk is mitigated by the Organization through
ensuring revenue is derived from qualified sources. The allowance for doubtful accounts in relation
to accounts receivable is $Nil (2013 - $Nil).

Liguidity risk

Liquidity risk is the risk that an entity will encounter difficulty in meeting obligations associated with
financial liabilities. The Organization is exposed to liquidity risk with respect to its accounts
payable. The Organization reduces its exposure to liquidity risk related to accounts payable by
ensuring that it documents when authorized payments are due and maintaining adequate cash
reserves to repay advances. Included in accounts payable and accrued liabilities are government
remittances owing of $453 (2013 - $Nil) relates to sales taxes owing.

Other risks

It is management's opinion that the Organization is not exposed to significant currency, cash flow,
interest, concentration or market risks arising from its financial instruments.
